This will be part of the budget amendment 
done by Finance Director Booher at the end of the year. 
The committee recommended approval to the Council.

Most people are paying on time. They will come 
forward with an ILA to give CARES Act funds to Fishline 
to help people pay the past due accounts if they qualify 
under the program.
